Conversion of Contaminated Sediments into Surface Coating Materials

Main objective of the proposed project is to work out an optimised technology for recycling highly contaminated, fine-grained sediments into thin surface coatings. The proposed technology implements the de-watering, treatment, melting and coating of the dredged materials. Coating made of recycled sediments can be a substitute for ceramic coatings.

Coatings are needed for each surface that has to be protected against damage through corrosion or wear out, e.g. wear resistant coatings or thermal barrier coatings, coating of sewage networks, façade coating. A ceramic coating shows chemical stability, mechanical resilience, resistance to oxidation, friction, wear and heating.

One suitable application technique is plasma spraying. Atmospheric plasma spraying is a modern technique useful for many applications because a wide number of different coating materials can be deposited on workpieces of very different kinds of materials. If a robot is used for moving the plasma spray gun the geometry of the workpieces is nearly without any restrictions.
