Many structures such as ships, aircrafts, storage tanks, cooling towers, bridges etc. need protective or decorative coatings against corrosion, fouling etc.. Because of advantageous productivity rates, airless spray technology is one of the most popular and common indoor and outdoor paint application methods used today. Applied in an outdoor environment with varying aerodynamic conditions and side winds, this technology is a potential source of uncontrolled paint aerosol release (overspray) to the environment. 

Apart from environmental aspects, overspray is also costly. Depending on the meteorological conditions, the paint loss caused by overspray during outdoor application ranges from 10-40%. 

The objective of the project is the development of a paint application system for lifting platforms for use in ambient outdoor and indoor conditions. By developing such a system, it will be possible to avoid the adverse effects associated with paint overspray and to improve the safety of the working environment with significant economic and environmental benefits.
