The Objective or Aim of the Project or Activity

The main objective of SOSCONTROL is to improve the safety of maritime transport by designing and developing a state-of-the-technological-art training System to guarantee the competence of those responsible for safety on cargo vessels, passenger vessels and ro-ro ferries through an optimum emergency help and evacuation system

This emergency management and crowd control system deploys a multi-user/multi-agent distributed virtual environment as its main tool; its architecture allows linking/interconnecting training either with human participants (other operators) or with other software (full range simulators, expert systems of VTS/VT switching communication).

The SOSCONTROL training system basically brings together different technologies to cover the internationally recognised obligation to guarantee the levels of competence as laid down in the Rules for Training, Qualification and Watch Duty for Seafarers (STCW  95 Code).

Creating Training System to compete in the maritime industry’s international market. The product and the service will both be commercially viable for the partners presenting this project.
Socio-economic Objectives. Improving emergency management, passenger and freight safety, and hull protection, by cutting the number of accidents, loss of goods and human lives caused by the lack of proper training of safety officers at sea. 

The impact on the development of the Information Society. Having advanced operator training systems available that are based on a multi-faceted/multi-agent tool that incorporates information from other state-of-the-art tools, such as expert systems, simulators, and communication systems as well as including several trainees and a tutor.

SOSCONTROL would be developed on a EU Framework Programme for Applications to Transport (GROWTH). Thus, in the near future our Training system could be used by the crew on board ship via the new Internet  and cell phone protocols. The merchant shipping industry would build a quality guarantee into its commercial strategy, as it could ensure employee competence in emergency management; this would also affect passenger transport (including the especially vulnerable in case of evacuation such as the physically or mentally handicapped, children, and so on), freight transport (whether it be vehicles or other kinds of freight such as live animals) and products liable to cause environmental hazard, as well as the safety of the vessel itself. The system would make the Safety Training Centre and other centres more internationally competitive.
